Last year Mission Arlington fed 22,000 people on
Thanksgiving Day. They have estimated 25,000 were
helped this year. They do not feed people there but go
into homes with food boxes including turkey and all the
trimmings for the families to cook for themselves. Last
year 30,080 children received gifts through the Christmas

does not include the adult gifts the children get to pick
out for their parents. That is a lot of people being helped
just on two days. The rest of the year six day each week,
1,000 people receive help from the front room. All of the
help at the mission is free but you must have birth
certificates for each child getting gifts and each adult
wanting help must have an apartment lease or other
proof they live in the community. They are entered in
the computers so that they cannot make a habit of just
coming for a hand out. The mission tries to help them
get jobs, housing, food, transportation, furniture, dental
care, doctor care, child care and much more. It takes
2,500 volunteers each week for Mission Arlington to
accomplish its work. Communities all over America as
